Article 2  Purchase
In exchange for the Price payable by the Buyer, the Seller agrees to sell the Goods to it. The Buyer shall make payment within one week of both parties signing this contract to the Seller’s nominated bank account or as otherwise directed by the Seller. All amounts stated herein are excluding any applicable sales tax. 

Article 3 Date of execution
This contract shall become binding on both parties on signature. The Seller reserves the right to cancel the contract, for any reason, prior to the Goods being Delivered to the Buyer.
The signature of this document along with the waybill issues to the Buyer constitutes transfer of ownership from the Seller to the Buyer and all handling thereafter shall be at the expense and risk of the purchaser.

Article 7 Documents to be provided by the Seller

Article 8 Registration, insurance and taxes

Upon valid execution of this contract:
(1) any registration obligation that arises as a result of the nature of the Goods will be the sole responsibility of the Buyer. The registration must be changed to the name of the Buyer promptly, and all costs associated with doing so shall be borne by the Buyer;

(2) the Buyer shall be liable for insuring the Goods;

(3) where possible, the Seller will inform the Buyer of any known taxes/duties, including any applicable import duties, that must be paid on sale of the Goods to the Buyer, but ultimately, all applicable taxes and duties (if any) and expenses related to the sale of the Goods will be the responsibility of the Buyer; and

(4) any repairs, defects, failures and/or future liabilities shall be the Buyer’s responsibility. For the avoidance of doubt this includes all responsibility in cases of accident, theft or any other incident.

Article 9 Termination 

Should the Buyer fail to comply with any provision of this contract, in part or in whole, or by act or omission, the Buyer damages (or is of risk of damaging) the Seller’s reputation in any way, or for any reason whatsoever, the Seller reserves the right to terminate this contract immediately and without notice. 

Article 10 Force majeure

Neither party shall be in breach of this contract nor liable for delay in performing, or failure to perform, any of its obligations under it if such delay or failure results from events, circumstances or causes beyond its reasonable control, including acts of God, flood, drought, earthquake or other natural disaster, epidemic or pandemic, terrorist attack, civil war, civil commotion or riots, war, threat of or preparation for war, armed conflict, imposition of sanctions, embargo, or breaking off of diplomatic relations, nuclear, chemical or biological contamination or sonic boom, any law or any action taken by a government or public authority, collapse of buildings, fire, explosion or accident. 
Article 11 Modification
Except as set out in this contract, no modification of this contract including the introduction of any additional terms and conditions, shall be effective unless it is agreed in writing and signed by both the Buyer and Seller. 
Article 12 Protection of the Red Cross emblem and name

The Red Cross emblem is a special sign of neutrality and protection, primarily used in armed conflict. Its use is restricted by law and consequently the Seller shall use reasonable endeavours to ensure that any Goods which are sold under this contract will be free from any Red Cross emblems or any other branding relating to the British Red Cross and its Overseas Branches. In the event that the Seller has not removed such branding from its Goods, the Buyer shall ensure that such branding is removed before using the Goods.

Article 13 Governing Law, dispute resolution and jurisdiction
